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· Tenses, pronouns, possessive adjectives and adverbs of time and place change as in the statements. 

· The interrogative form of the verb changes into the affirmative form.

· The question mark (?) and the auxiliary verb to do are therefore omitted. 
( If the indirect question begins with a question word (when, what, where, why, how, etc) it is repeated in the indirect speech.
