However, scientists are
concerned, because at present, there are about 900 asteroids circulating our solar system. If an asteroid
the size of Eros fell on Earth in the middle of the Atlantic, it would have catastrophic effects. Thousands
of nuts, bolts, and other debris from space missions form an orbiting garbage dump. Some of these bits
and pieces fall back into Earth’s atmosphere and behave just like any other meteor. According to NASA,
there must be over 100,000 objects with a diameter of one to ten centimeters floating around space. The
U.S. Space Command is aware of the threat of an orbital impact during space missions and monitors this
junk constantly. The agency estimates that there might be more than 3,000 satellites orbiting Earth.
Some scientists speculate that one day there might be orbiting “garbage collector” machines to pick up
the debris. Since the space surveillance mission began, almost 17,000 objects that were tracked re-
entered Earth’s atmosphere. Most objects that re-enter the atmosphere either burn up or re-enter over
water. As a result, the risk of someone getting hit on the head by one of these objects is very remote.
