Kenyan Fish
Researchers in Kenya have found that a fish could be an effective weapon in the fight to reduce the spread of malaria.  A fish that is normally eaten was introduced to several places in the west of the country.  The fish eats mosquito larvae, which are young mosquitoes before they have wings.
People have known for a long time that this fish eats mosquitoes, but this was the first time that researchers had looked at how the fish could be used to control malaria, which makes 300 million people ill and causes a million deaths worldwide every year

Japanese tsunami dog and owner reunited
A dog that was rescued after spending three weeks floating at sea after a huge tsunami has been reunited with its owner, who recognized the dog when she saw a TV news report on the rescue on Friday. The dog was found by a Japan Coast Guard crew on a roof drifting some 1.8km off the coast of one of the worst-hit areas along Japan's north-east coast.  The roof that the dog was found on is believed to have broken off the house and been washed out to sea by the retreating waters of the devastating tsunami. The two-year-old dog called Ban had an emotional reunion with its owner at an animal care center where it had been taken to be looked after.  Local media reported that Ban immediately jumped up and was very excited when the owner appeared. "We'll never let go of her," said the owner, who wished to remain anonymous.
John Snow
John Snow was born in 1813 in York, England and was the eldest of nine children. When he was fourteen, he started working for a surgeon and went on to study medicine.
In 1855, a lot of people started dying in an area of London of the illness cholera and John Snow went there to study what was happened. He discovered that the people who had died were drinking the same water.
Before this study, no one knew how people got the illness. The results of his study were important because they explained how the illness spread and also helped to start the science of public health." Snow in Cholera " the book that was written by John Snow, was the first epidemiology research since 1862.
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
