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GENERAL OBJECTIVES OF TEACHING ENGLISH LANGUAGE FOR THE ELEMENTARY STAGE
By the end of the elementary pupils should be able to:

1. Learn the basics of the English language that would form the foundation for its mastery in the future.
2. Use the basic structures of English sentences.

3. Learn the core vocabulary assigned for this stage.

4. Listen and understand simple English language.

5. Express themselves orally using simple English language.

6. Read and understand simple written English language materials.

7. Write simple guided sentences in English language.

8. Appreciate the importance of English language as an international language of communication, for

introducing Islam, the Islamic nation's culture and the cultural achievements of Muslims to other nations.

9. Appreciate the importance of English language as an international language of communication to benefit

from the achievements of other cultures in accordance with Islam
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Objectives of Teaching English in the Intermediate Stage:

1. To greet someone, ask and answer basic questions dealing with personal information.

2. Ask and answer basic questions about home, school, occupations, shopping, time, numbers and
measurements.

3. Describe people and their activities and talk about routine actions and current actions.

4. Understanding and using the grammar and vocabulary taught during the year.

9. Listen to short conversation, descriptions, etc... to extract the information they need.

6. Begin to read letters, puzzles and short stories.

7. Form and connect letters correctly, punctuate and capitalize properly.

8. Give pupils a foundation for the secondary English Course.

9. Enable pupils for using English in the real world.

10. Give them about (1500) of the most useful words.

11. Give a clear understanding of the basic tenses for past, present and future.

12. Teach them the basic grammatical structures of English.

13. Enable students to speak, ask, answer, questions, give description... etc.

14. To enable them to understand what they hear on variety of topics.

15. Prepare pupils to read simple texts by themselves without depending on the teacher for explanation or
translation.

16. To enable them to write a simple guided paragraph of linked sentences.
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Objectives of Teaching English in the Secondary Stage:

1. Use English structures and analyze them to understand the relationships among them .

2. Learn the assigned vocabulary, idioms , and expressions and understand their meanings .

3. Acquire the ability to listen to comprehend English and to distinguish between different intonations .

4. Participate in conversations and discussions using proper English .

5. Acquire the ability to read and comprehend English contexts through different reading types ( i.e. loud
reading ) and reading strategies ( i.e. scanning) .

6. Write a free-essay using correct English .

7. Translate English words , and phrases into Arabic and vise versa .

8. Realize the importance of the English language in the local job market .

9. Be aware of the importance of English as an international language of communication for introducing Islam

,our culture ,and our national achievements to others .
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
